Scholarship recipients will accrue $1,550.00 per year while in High School; in addition they will receive $1,800.00 per year while attending a college of their choice. 
The potential maximum payout for our scholarship is $15,200.00 for a student accepted in as a freshman. The potential maximum payout for our scholarship is $13,650.00 for a student accepted in as a sophomore. The potential maximum payout for our scholarship is $12,100.00 for a student accepted in as a junior. The potential maximum payout for our scholarship is $10,550.00 for a student accepted in as a senior.
Eligibility Criteria

a) The applicant must maintain a cumulative 2.5 or high GPA (required to provide 100 BMBC with official transcripts with seal).
b) The applicant must be free of gang-involvement, alcohol, tobacco and illegal substance abuse at the time of application and must remain so.  

c) The applicant must agree to perform a minimum of 25 hours of documented community service work annually in approved projects for nonprofit organizations. 
d) Students will be required to provide committee with midterm grade results so we can monitor their progress and provide guidance before it’s too late in the semester.

e) Any student struggling to meet the 2.5 GPA requirement will be required to work with a tutor.  The committee will request detailed information about the tutoring program to confirm its legitimacy.  

f) All CTAs will be assigned to a scholarship committee member so we can touch base with them throughout the semester to hold them accountable and offer our services.

g) Committee members agreed to be more intentional about creating opportunities for dialogue and mentoring with our scholarship recipients.  Students and parents should be responsive to our efforts.
h) To receive funds upon graduation, an applicant for the Scholarship Program must be accepted at an accredited technical school, college or university.
